play safe
Since participation in Recreational Sports programs 
is voluntary, you assume responsibility for your own 
safety and health. If you are planning to participate  
in vigorous activities, you should have a physical 
examination prior to participation. Medical insurance, 
which would cover expenses incurred by an injury,  
is strongly recommended.

When Campus Recreational Sports assumed responsibility for facility management of the Wildermuth Intramural Center in 2008, we 
committed to improving the condition of this historic facility.  Since that time the locker rooms have been renovated, the strength and 
conditioning rooms upgraded, the martial arts studio improved and the racquetball and gymnasium courts have been resurfaced.  There 
is much more to be done including:  heating, cooling and ventilation improvements,  light and window replacement, and expansion of 
activity space to better meet the needs of our participants and academic classes.  Unfortunately, the economic condition of our State and 
institution does not make these other projects viable in the foreseeable future.  We will continue to be vigilant in the care of the facilities 
and advocating for funds to make the necessary improvements whenever possible.

In spite of these challenges, there is some good news to share with you about a rare opportunity to resolve a long-standing facility issue.  
Thanks to one-time, Federal stimulus funds ($1.2 million), the roof of the Wildermuth Intramural Center is scheduled to be replaced this 
summer.  

As many of you know the roof has been a problem for 25 years.  Leaks are a regular occurrence after heavy rains.  This has required the 
closure of courts for Intramural and Informal Sports participants and students in the academic classes.  While repairs have been frequent, 
the leaks have continued.  We are so thankful that this problem will finally be addressed, with a project start date of May 9.

Unfortunately, the replacement process will create some hardships for academic classes and recreational sports participants. Due to the 
stimulus funding requirements, the roof replacement will have to be substantially completed by July.  This will result in multiple crews 
working to complete the project on time.  Therefore, to give contractors the access they need to complete the project before the fall 
semester and to protect the safety of our participants, the entire Wildermuth Intramural Center will be closed until the middle of August.  
This will allow the courts and track areas to be covered, cranes set-up, equipment and materials to be staged around the building and risk 
to be eliminated.  We also hope to complete the first phase of a cleaning and painting project in the field house area during the closure.  
This is contingent on the roof replacement completion date, which will be influenced by weather conditions.  

Academic classes and most recreational sports activities will be moved to the SRSC.  Listed below are the spaces that will be closed as well 
as the limited spaces that will remain open.

Faculty and Staff with offices in the Wildermuth Intramural Center including offices within 189, 190, 191, 192, 290, 291, 390, 294, 
296, 394 should be able to access your offices through-out the project.  There will be times when you will not be able to access certain 
exterior doors but you will be given advance notice.  After we meet with the recently selected contractor, we will advise you on access 
points for the first phase of the project.   There should be no interruption of utilities during the project.  As with the Courtyard project, 
we will need to contend with extra noise and dust.  

We know that an undertaking of this magnitude can be challenging, so we will do everything we can to expedite the project.  Barring 
some unforeseen circumstance, this should be the last Wildermuth Intramural Center closure until the 2012-2013 winter break.  

We will send another e-mail in July with information about re-opening plans for August.
