The Recreational Sports facilities at the School of Health, Physical Education and Recreation or HPER is located at 1025 East 7th Street. This is across from the Indiana Memorial Union or I M U. 
The tour enters the building on the accessible south side door and leaves the building on the same level through the main lobby west side door. 

The list of activities available in HPER are basketball, volleyball, racquetball, swimming, workout with weights or using the indoor track. 

Through the 7th Street entrance is the large Wildermuth gym. 

Near this entrance on the west side is the downstairs Strength and Conditioning area. Weight lifting and cardiovascular activities are located here. 

Continuing North through Wildermuth Gym on the west side are a set of stairs leading up to Gym 293 which is used by a variety of Club Sports such as fencing and several Martial Arts. 
The 10 basketball courts in Wildermuth can be used for pick up games or organized play. There is a track around these courts which is 6.25 laps for one mile. 

On the North end of HPER directly across from the Gym 293 stairs is the Member Services desk. This is the location for checking out equipment and answering any questions. 

Past the Member Service Desk to the left is a hallway leading to the rest of the building. The first right is the hallway for racquetball and squash courts. One of these courts is also used as a dance studio. 

In the middle of the racquetball hallway is a passageway to more of the facility. 

Turning right once past the racquetball courts is a main hallway leading to Gym 171 among others. Gym 171 is used for a variety of Group Exercise classes. 

The end of this hallway is an outside door which opens up with the Arboretum and Kelly Business School to the left and Art Museum to the right. 

Going back down the main hallway and past Gym 171 is another hallway to the right which leads to Gym 163 which is used mostly by Club Sports. 
Continuing in this same main hallway to the end will be the HPER School’s main lobby. The left will go back to the large Wildermuth Gym and to the right is the seating area of the School lobby and viewing area for the aquatics facilities of Royer pool. 

The pool can be used for lessons, deep water group exercise and open swimming. 

The doors to leaving the HPER main lobby are on the west side of the building. Leaving these doors and going down several stairs lead to Woodlawn Field and Tennis Courts. 

The other facility offered by the Division of Recreational Sports is the Student Recreational Sports Center, or S R S C.
