This is the highest honor a campus recreation marketing department can receive. This year, RS received the first place award for the Faculty/Staff Active Healthy Lifestyle Wall Calendar.
The Indiana University Faculty/Staff Active Healthy Lifestyle Calendar includes event date listings from the IU Alumni Association, IU Auditorium, IU Art Museum, IU Athletics, IU ArtsWeek, IU Department of Theatre and Drama and IU Jacobs School of Music, along with information from IU Credit Union.  The calendar, published annually, is given free of charge to all IU faculty and staff, making it a useful tool for employees to see what’s happening around campus on a daily basis.
RS also received second place for the RecSports Report Weekly Podcast and third place for the Spring 2009 edition of the biannual RS Mag.

“Every year, competition for these awards gets tougher as the campus recreational sports profession recognizes the importance of effective, relevant marketing media in promoting active, healthy lifestyles,” says RS Director of Marketing and Sponsorship, Kimberly Gray. “Most of our key marketing pieces are produced in financial partnership with on and off campus marketing partners, so we’re confident this affirms the value they receive through these partnerships!”
