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Scholarship Recognizes Outstanding Leaders
BLOOMINGTON, IND. –  Campus Recreational Sports (RS) is a huge part of life at Indiana University, with 87.5% of students participating in the available programs and services.  Each year two of these students are chosen to receive the Jill Behrman Emerging Leader Scholarship on the basis of three principles: leadership, character and ethical values.
The Behrman family created the scholarship in 2001 in honor of their daughter, Jill, a former IU student and RS employee who disappeared and had been murdered in 2000. It is funded by proceeds from the Jill Behrman 5K Run/Walk and One Mile Fun Walk. This year’s event will be held on Saturday, Oct. 18.

The $1,000 scholarship is open to undergraduate students who demonstrate exceptional leadership potential through their involvement in Recreational Sports, the University and community organizations.

Kelli Archer, a senior at IU, was a 2008 recipient of the Jill Behrman Emerging Leader Scholarship. Archer started working for RS during her sophomore year as a strength and conditioning consultant. The following year, as a junior, she joined the RS Marketing team as a volunteer reporter for the weekly podcast series, the RecSports Report.
“I was quite surprised about receiving the Jill Behrman Emerging Leader Award.  I of course hoped I had a chance of receiving it, but deep down I didn't know how great of a chance I had of being given the award,” Archer says. “I was very honored and truly touched someone felt I was deserving. When it come to paying for school, every little bit helps!”
Archer is an exercise science and dietetics major who plans to graduate in May 2009. After graduation, she will complete a dietetics internship and says she would like to spend time traveling before eventually obtaining a graduate degree.
